Reguirements While Applying for Medical Visa

1. Hard Copy of Application form (after uploading on the
Indian Visa Website).

2. Two Passport Size Photographs.
3. Original Passport and its Copy.
4. Qatar ID copy.

5. A Referral letter (or) Preliminary Medical Advice from
the Qatar Hospital from where the patient is recommended
for specialised medical treatment abroad.

6. Letter from the Medical Hospital in India, indicating
appointment or showing willingness to undertake treatment
also mentioning approximate expenditure for the treatment.

7. Financial Statement showing that sufficient funds are
available for the treatment.

8. Attendant/ Family Members of the patient proceeding
to India for Medical treatment shall be granted ‘Medical
Attendant’ Visa co-terminus with the ‘Medical Visa’ of the
patient.
